This letter is to inform you of a 100+ foot cell tower that may be constructed behind the Estates of Shady Hollow residences along Edwards Hollow Run. 
From what we understand at this time, the Shady Hollow MUD has nearly finalized a deal with T-Mobile to build a tower adjacent to their new offices/MVFD fire station on the land the MUD owns just south of the existing fire station at Edwards Hollow Run and Brodie Lane.  We do not know if this cell tower behind Edwards Hollow Run is to be a replacement for the one proposed behind Whiskey River Drive or an additional cell tower.  
Much of what the BOD knows at this time is unofficial as the Shady Hollow MUD has not communicated directly with the HOA Directors.  Since this issue may be time sensitive, we thought it best to inform the ESHHOA members of what we have heard.
When the ESHHOA Board requested more information from the Shady Hollow MUD, they were directed to attend the next Shady Hollow MUD meeting.  The meeting is:
